1. For the smooth and effective implementation of the Grades 2 and 8
Curricula of the K to 12 Basic Education Program, the Department of Education
(DepEd) through the Bureau of Elementary Education (BEE) and Bureau of
Secondary Education (BSE) and the University of the Philippines-National Institute
of Science and Mathematics Education Development (UP-NISMED) shall conduct
the Training of Trainers (TOT) in April 2013.

2. The Training aims to:

3. The regional team shall be selected and recommended by the reg10nal
director (RD). They shall comprise the pool of trainers in their respective regions
and shall conduct the Mass Training of Grades 2 and 8 Teachers which shall be
scheduled between April 22 and May 31, 2013 by the regional offices (ROs) and
division offices {(DOs).

4, Traveling expenses and board and lodging of participants, resource persons
and training management team, supplies and materials and other incidental
expenses to be incurred relative to the training of trainers shall be charged to the
Human Resource Training and Development (HRTD) Funds subject to the usual
accounting and auditing rules and regulations.
